Al Paulson also stated that it could cause bonding issues for Phase II Electric if we would proceed with a customer credit.  Myers knew of a few surrounding cities that have provided much smaller credits and stated he would check into it.   

Councilman Baker asked Al Paulson about Wayne Armstrongs meeting issues.  Paulson stated that it would not cause a conflict as long as the intent of the meeting is not to talk about City business.
